Non-winning tickets get a second chance with 

A new program for Lottery Players Club members is giving non-winning scratch tickets a second chance to be 
winners. Play It Again, which launched April 23, allows certain non-winning scratch tickets to be entered online into 
second chance drawings for cash and prizes. The program’s first promotion is giving holders of non-winning $10K 
Run tickets an opportunity to win $10,000.

To enter tickets, club members log in to the Players Club website and click on the 
Play It Again link to access their account and enter their tickets. As added security 
for members entering their personal information, a password is now required to 
access the website. The Play It Again homepage displays ticket art for all current 
promotions (second chance drawings can be offered for specific games or groups 
of games) and the player simply clicks on the ticket art for the game they want to 
enter and are taken to the entry page. At the entry page, they’re prompted to 
enter the VIRN number from the front of the scratch ticket and the ticket num-
ber, which is below the barcode, from the back of the 
ticket. 

There’s a limit of 40 entries per player per day; 
once a ticket has been entered, the ticket 
holder does not need to keep it to claim 
the prize if they win. When the promotion 

deadline is up, the second chance drawing is held at the Pierre Lottery office 
and the winners are chosen. The $10K Run promotion is scheduled to run 
through mid-December.

Encourage your customers to join the Players Club to get in on the Play It Again 
drawings. Membership is free. Register online at http://lottery.sd.gov/players/login/
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1,000 copies of the lottery link were printed by the South Dakota Lottery at $.82 per copy.

Q:  How can I assure I don’t run out of paper 
for my lotto terminal?

A:  If you have only one roll of paper in 
stock, call the Hotline at 888-4SD-LOTTO. 
Don’t risk missed sales because your terminal 
is out of paper. NOTE:  It is important that all 
employees know where you store your ticket
